Summer  Gatherings Also Remain Popular

President Wright Addresses D-GALA


A highlight of the Saturday morning meeting was a visit by President Jim Wright, who participated  in  a  candid  discussion with the 
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D-GALA alums on  a wide range of matters of interest.  President Wright applauded the growing aspirations and participation of GLBT people in the Dartmouth community, but he conceded that there are “still some rough edges here for GLBT students.”  Wright noted that he had told the leaders of Dartmouth fraternities and sororities that he is “tired of the homophobia there,” and he stated that “we need to continue to be vigilant and address these problems at Dartmouth.”  Overall, Wright stated that his “objective and hope is to make this community a more supportive, tolerant one.”  Wright said that he has related this goal in various alumni venues around the country, and he is pleased to report that he does not “hear much pushback from the alums.”  During his discussions with the D-GALA alums, Wright stated that he believes that “Dartmouth is all of you,” and he wants to reach a point where GLBT alums never feel that they are not a legitimate and integral part of the college community.





	The morning meeting also featured an update for the alums regarding GLBT-related matters on campus, given by Pam Misener, Assistant Dean/Advisor to Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual, Transgender Students.  Pam gave the alums an overview of the wide range of activities and organizations now participated in by GLBT students on campus (see column on page 2 for more from Pam).   





	Besides the foregoing (as well as socializing, taking in the view and enjoying the brunch – catered by the Hanover Inn), the morning group also discussed the then-tentative idea of an all-class GLBT reunion.  The idea was enthusiastically received, and a wide variety of suggestions and offers to help were given.  (As noted in the article on page 1, the reunion is now a reality, and many of the ideas from the June meetings will be part of the event.)  





	The evening dinner was more low-key and relaxed, but many of the enthusiastic discussions of the morning were carried on.
