	Yuval graduated from the College last summer, having majored in Studio Art, with a concentration in sculpture.  Amnog his many achievements at Dartmouth, Yuval was a Co-Chair of Dartmouth Rainbow Alliance (DRA), Co-Chair of the GLBT-People of Color Forum and a representative on the Dartmouth College Committee on Institutional Diversity and Equity.  Yuval told Green Light that he looks forward to furthering the important work that needs to be done in connection with alumni relations and the College.  He now resides in the New York City area, where he has already spearheaded activities for NYC-area alums (see story, page 2).


	Following her graduation from Dartmouth in 2000, where she majored in Religion, Sussane worked for NARAL (formerly The National Abortion and Reproductive Rights Action League).   While at Dartmouth, Susanne served as Co-Chair of the DRA and was active in efforts to increase diversity at the College.  Susanne, who now attends law school at New York University, anticipates working to increase D-GALA membership and participation, particularly with an eye towards fully reflecting the diversity of the LGBT alumni.


	 Garrett Hornsby ’86 majored in Psychology at Dartmouth, with a minor in Spanish, which included overseas terms in Spain and Mexico.  Garrett has an MBA from UC Berkley, where he was a founder of the Queer MBA Association and led efforts to obtain the University’s formal recognition and support of the association.  Garrett has served as Vice President of the Black Alumni of Dartmouth Association (BADA) and he believes that he can bring to D-GALA useful experience and strategies from his time at BADA, including ways to reconnect disaffected alums with the College and its students.


 During his years at Dartmouth, Stephen Coppola ‘83 served as Treasurer, Rush Chair and House Chair of Alpha Theta fraternity as it  transitioned from an all-male to a coed  house.  Steve has served as volunteer President of Laguna Shanti, a California-based social service organization helping people with AIDS and women living with cancer. Steve told Green Light, “I hope the current D-GALA Board will match the impressive accomplishments of the last few years. To that end, increased communication from the members and potential members of the organization would be  tremendously helpful.” 


Sam Abel-Palmer ’79 is known to many alums as a Drama professor at Darmouth from 1990 to 1997, where he served as advisor to the DRA and helped to develop Dartmouth’s first gay and lesbian studies course.  Sam is now a Civil Rights Investigator for the Vermont Human Rights Commission and lives outside of Burlington with his spouse Craig and three children, Joey, Jacob and Charlie (ages 6,3 and1).  Sam reports that he is very happy to reconnect with the D-GALA community and is looking forward to continuing the work of supporting GLBT issues on campus.


These five take the places of retiring directors Bart Bingheimer ’94, Hampton Rich ’69, Chris Stahl ’92, Nancy Vogele ‘85 and Ezekiel Webber ’00.  All five served D-GALA well during their terms, which in the cases of Hampton and Chris have extended since D-GALA was reconstituted in 1994. 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Alumni Council Update





At the May Alumni council meeting our Alumni Council representative, Trevor Burgess (trb72@aol.com), proposed an amendment to the new constitution (that will govern both the Alumni Council and alumni body as a whole).  Right now the four recognized affiliated groups each have one seat on council.   The amendment proposed that affiliated groups have ten total seats and the amendment passed by a wide margin!   This leaves room for two seats for each of the current affiliated groups and two for the soon to be recognized Latino/a group.   Voting on the new constitution will be take place December 6th in Hanover and we will need to get the vote out to support the new constitution and the greater representation it will bring to our group.





Other topics of discussion included the new $1.3Bn capital campaign to kick off in 2004/5, alumni participation in the Dartmouth College Fund and the successful reinstatement of the swimming and diving program.





Trevor also had the opportunity to meet with Ozzie Harris, the Vice President for Diversity, where he shared four topics of concern raised by GLBTQA students: the ability to self identify as GLBTQ as part of the admissions process,  GLBTQA specific housing, GLBTQ components of the curriculum and the administration’s response to bias related incidents on campus.
